Remembering David Janssen

Our own Chris Frazer worked in Public Relations and Communications
for the Customs Department in Washington, D.C. before retiring to Florida.

THE YEAR was 1970. Richard Nixon waspresident and theNation’s
“war on drugs’ was two years old.

At The White House, Jack “Dragnet” Webb was
wearing a vest concealing 2.5 million dollars in heroin.
The stunt was meant to show studio heads and TV pro-
gram producers how hard it was for U.S. Customs to halt
drug smugglers. When the same presentation was later
given for radio executives, the heroin-filled vest wasworn
by David Janssen, former star of ABC-TV'’s “The Fugi-
tive.”

Janssen had just been signed to play therole of a
Treasury agent in amovie for television. “Operation Co-
bra’ as the pilot was called, described the experiences of
a Customs agent on his first assignment. David Janssen

In October, 1970, Janssen and his agent visited
Customs Headquarters in Washington, D.C. for aget-acquainted tour. As editor of
the agency’s national publication, | was asked to interview Janssen.

“You must be David Janssen,” | said to one man. I’d never watched “ The
Fugitive” and had no idea what Janssen looked like. The man | addressed turned
out to be his agent. I’m sure this got us off on the right foot.

DAVID JANSSEN told mehewasayear old when hismother toured
with Ziegfeld’'s “Rio Rita’ road show. He began playing bit partsin pictures at a
young age. One of hisfirst roleswas as Johnny Weismuller’skid brother in“ Swamp
Fire.”

In 1956 actor Dick Powell signed Janssen for the “Richard Diamond’
seriesontelevision. It ran until 1960. Threeyears|ater “The Fugitive” debuted on
ABC-TV network. Theseriesran for four seasons. “ It wasvery enervating,” Janssen
said. | couldn’t ever use a substitute and the season is 10 or 11 months.”

Asked how he approached arole, Janssen, who died of a heart attack in
1980 at age 49, said he armed himself with as much information as he could get,
fusing the factswith the role to develop what he called “ character response.” How
long did it take him to memorize ascript?“| can read it through two or three times
and remember it,” he said.

Asl recall, the Treasury Agent TV seriesran only afew episodes. In one
filmed in the Arizona desert, a fighter jet sweeps down to rescue Janssen from
smugglers. Janssen’s parting lineis, “Send the bill to Main Treasury,”

A Man Without a Country by Kurt Vonnegut

WE ARE THE fortunate beneficiaries of Kurt Vonnegut’s broken
promise. Although he swore not to write another book, he hasjust come out with A
Man without a Country, acollection of memoriesand musings
about the human condition that is as devastatingly funny as
itisdespairing. At 83, Vonnegut isadark American humorist
in the tradition of Mark Twain and George Carlin. He rages
against abuses large and small, from the poisoning of our
planet to the use of semicolons, which he calls “transvestite
hermaphrodites representing absolutely nothing.”

There is much autobiographical in these pages. In one
mini-memoir, he explainswhat meaning “twerp” and “ snarf”
had in hisIndianahigh school years 65 years ago. In another,
he argues that he never won the Nobel Prize for Literature because he ran a Saab
dealership once and kept telling people about al the things wrong with the car. He
guotes an old Norwegian proverb: “ Swedes have short dicks but long memories.”

UNABASHEDLY on the side of the underdog and history’s have-nots,
Vonnegut mounts aspirited defense of socialism and humanism, whose twin mantles
he wears proudly. He points out the irony that most vocal Christians are eager to
post the punitive Ten Commandments of Moses in public buildings, but don’'t
express the same passion for the Beatitudes of the Sermon of the Mount, in which
Christ blesses the meek, the merciful and the peacemakers.

Of course, Vonnegut's social and political commentary is as razor-sharp
as ever. He lauds the U.S. for being the first country where even poor people are
overweight. He suggests that a TV reality show called, “ C-Students from Yale,”
would really make people’shair stand on end. And he submitsthat our government
and many of our corporations are run by PPs, psychopathic personalities, “the
medical term for smart, personable people who have no consciences.”

Yet, for al the curmudgeonly grousing, what you take away from A Man
without a Country isVonnegut’sirrepressible, octogenarian energy, aswell assome
grudging glimmers of hope. He relates the time when a pregnant woman, who had
grave doubts about bringing a child into this world, asked for his thoughts. Al-
though hewanted scream “Don’t doit!” hewroteinstead, “What made being alive
almost worthwhile for me, besides music, was all the saints | met, who could be
anywhere.” He elaborates, “By saints | meant people who behaved decently in a
strikingly indecent society.”

Let us observe the thoughts and actions of an astute defender as East
deducesthe holdings of South and West, then takes decisive action against South’s
3 notrump contract.

Thefirst trick isthe three, four, queen, and five of
spades, won by East. East holds ten points and sees ten
more in dummy. South’s opening bid shows 16 to 18 High
Card Points, so West must have 2 to 4 points. If South
holds both the ace and king of spades, South winstrick one
and attacks clubs at once, so South has either the ace or the
king of spades, not both. With the king and jack of spades,
South winsthe king to guarantee a second spade trick; with
theking and no jack, South also winsthe king immediately, lest the defenderstake
the first five tricks in spades. Therefore South holds the ace of spades. Holding
the ace-jack of spades, South winstrick one to ensure a second spade stopper, so
East concludes that West's four points are the king and jack of spades. Thus West
can have no entry outside of spades. Leading another spadeisfutile, so East must
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lead another suit at trick two.

If East defends passively by leading adiamond or club, declarer develops
four tricksin clubs. Four top diamonds and two major suit aces give declarer ten
winners, so East must defend dynamically to deny declarer access to dummy’s
clubs. East leadstheking of hearts! AsMuhammadAli would say, “ The Ace must
fall intwo rounds!” If dummy’s ace does not capture East’s king of hearts, East
leads another heart. After North wins the ace of hearts, declarer leads dummy’s
king of clubs. East ducksthistrick, and watches West play the two of clubs. West
would play high then low with an even number of low clubs, so West's two of
clubs shows aholding of one club or three clubs. If West has one club, then South
has four, and cannot be denied access to North's club tricks, so East hopes that
West hasthree clubs, leaving South with two. When North’s queen of clubsisled,
East winsthe trick and leads the jack of hearts.

East’s actions give South atrick with the queen of hearts, but deny North
three club tricks, so South wins atotal of eight tricks: one spade, two hearts, four
diamonds, and just one club. After declarer cashes those winners, the defenders
take the rest, defeating the contract by one trick.

Note the precision of East’s plays. East must play the queen of spades at
trick one, shiftimmediately to the king of hearts, duck oneround of clubs, and win
the second club trick. To defeat the contract, East must not deviate from this
course. |If you find somebody who defends this well, sign that player up as your
